Director’s Message: Teacher Professional Development – Why? 

 
 
Dear Parents, 
 
Each year, QSI provides for the training and professional development of its teachers in a variety of ways.  One way is to 
build into their yearly contracted calendar extra days beyond student contact days.  Usually this occurs four times during 
the year, before students arrive in August (six days for new staff and three days for returning staff), in November (two 
days), February (one day) and finally after the students finish in June (one day).    
 
What do we do during teacher training and professional development, you might ask?  First, the 
administrative team works closely with the teaching staff to come up with pertinent and timely 
topics.  The topics must be designed to help teachers learn skills that will directly impact student 
learning.  Often we call upon our own staff to lend their expertise in providing the instruction 
during these days, but occasionally we bring in experts from outside of QSI to help.   
 
On Monday and Tuesday, November 14 and 15, we will be inviting all of our teaching staff and those from QSI Shenzhen 

in Futian and QSI Zhuhai to our school to conduct two days of professional development.  During 
these two days we will be focusing on several topics, among them more effective communication 
through electronic resources (Moodle and our new data base), using assessment data to design 
better lessons for learning, effective age level techniques through job-alike sharing sessions and 
basic teaching techniques for our Chinese Language teachers, to name just a few.  As mentioned 
above, these valuable learning opportunities for the staff of QSI Shekou will hopefully have a 
direct impact on your child’s learning experiences.
